Our town in its three hundred and tenth year, 1965, continued to

transform itself from a suburban community to an urban area. The
three hundred and twenty new home building permits indicated a slightly

lower figure from the five hundred and six hundred issued in the years

1960 and 1961. However, again this year large tracts of land are in

various stages of planning and development which indicate little abate-

ment of our ever expanding residential growth.

The increasing effect of our major highway system bisecting the

town can be seen in the gradual and steady growth of commercial and
industrial properties. This type of assessments have helped in absorbing

some of the tax burden associated with rapid residential expansion.

The present drought condition and use of land areas for building

have created some concern regarding water conservation. A recent state

law enacted with this problem in mind, appears to need further clarifica-

tion. This is a problem which warrants considerable study before imple-

mentation because of its ramifications regarding property rights and
usage.

The police department occupied their new station late in the fall.

This well equipped and functional building will solve a long recognized

need of this busy and growing department. The removal of the police

officers from the town hall has, in a small way, created some relief of

the crowded conditions in this building. Also, looking toward the future

a new town hall site committee has been appointed.
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During the year action was taken concerning the construction of a

third fire station. At a special town meeting authorization for the pur-

chase of additional land adjacent to the South Chelmsford fire station

was granted. At the same meeting a committee to present plans and
specifications at the next annual meeting for a new station on this site

was approved.

Increase in street mileage due to developments, drainage problems,

and the ever-increasing waste collections occupied the highway depart-

ment during the year. Location of the vital winter sand and salt supply

created a complex problem this year. At present the relocation has been

effected with a minimum of additional inconvenience and cost.

The Board of Registrars plans for realigning and addition of new
precincts was approved at the annual town meeting in March. This be-

came necessary because of uneven growth patterns effecting the previous

ones. The annual town election will be the first test of the new lines and
it is hoped less waiting and confusion from over-taxed facilities will be

the result.

This year saw the opening of the new junior high school and the

acquisition of land for a new elementary school. A report on this and
other subjects relative to the school department will be covered more
fully in the School Committee's report.

In this brief report to the townspeople we have tried to touch on a

few of the problems and accomplishments of the year. We wish to express

our thanks to the town officers and personnel for their cooperation and
assistance in the past year. We are grateful to the citizens for their kind

indulgence throughout the year and feel it has been an honor to serve as

their selectmen.

SPECIAL TOWN MEETING

MONDAY, OCTOBER 4, 1965

Moderator Daniel J. Coughlin, Jr. called the meeting to order at

8:15 P.M. and immediately called a five minute recess to allow the voters

to be checked in. The meeting was called to order again at 8:20 P.M. On
motion of Selectman Howard E. Humphrey, the reading of the Warrant
was waived.

ARTICLE 1. To see if the Town will vote to appropriate a sufficient

sum of money from the Road Machinery Fund for the purchase of one (1)

Tandem Roller for the Highway Department, said purchase to be made
under the supervision of the Board of Selectmen; or act in relation

thereto.

UNDER ARTICLE 1:

Mr. Charles Egerton moved that the Town vote to transfer the sum
of Eight Thousand Two Hundred ($8,200.00) Dollars from the Road
Machinery Fund for the purpose of purchasing one Tandem Roller to

be used by the Highway Department, said purchase to be made under

the supervision of the Board of Selectmen.

It was so voted.

ARTICLE 2. In the event of affirmative action under the preceding

Article, to see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen

to sell by a good and sufficient Bill of Sale the (1) Tandem Roller now
being used by the Highway Department, and to apply the sum received

therefor against the purchase price of the new Tandem Roller authorized

under the preceding Article; or act in relation thereto.
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UNDER ARTICLE 2:

Mr. William Harvey moved that the Town vote to authorize the

Selectmen to sell by good and sufficient Bill of Sale one Tandem Roller

now being used by the Highway Department.

It was so voted.

ARTICLE 3. To see if the Town will vote to appropriate from the

Cemetery Account entitled "Sale of Lots," the sum of Fifteen Hundred
($1500.00) Dollars, or some other sum, for the purchase and erecting of

approximately five hundred sixty (560) feet of chain link fencing in the

West Chelmsford Cemetery; or act in relation thereto.

UNDER ARTICLE 3:

Mr. Arthur J. Colmer moved that the Town vote to appropriate

from Cemetery "Sale of Lote" Account the sum of One Thousand Five

Hundred ($1,500.00) Dollars for the purchase and erecting of 560 feet

of chain link fencing in the West Chelmsford Cemetery.

It was so voted.

ARTICLE 4. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board
of Selectmen to acquire by purchase, eminent domain, or otherwise, in

fee simple, a certain parcel of land, situated on the southwesterly side

of Old Westford Road, and bounded:

On the north and east by Old Westford Road, Westford Street and

land now or formerly of M. Spaulding;

On the south and southeast by land now or formerly of Lupien and
land now or formerly of Osborn;

On the north and northwest by land now or formerly of Giampetro
and land now or formerly of Larson;

supposed to contain twenty-four (24) acres, more or less; said land to be

used as and for the site of a proposed new Elementary School, accessory

buildings, and other schol facilities connected therewith, in accordance

with Chapter 40, Section 14 and /or Chapter 79 of the General Laws, as

amended, and, for the purpose of acquiring said land, to see if the Town
will vote to appropriate a sufficient sum of money therefor; to determine

how any such appropriation shall be raised, whether by transfer from any
available funds, by taxation, by borrowing under the authority of Chapter
44 of the General Laws, by borrowing under the authority of Chapter
645 of the Acts of 1948, as amended, or by any or all said methods, and,

if by borrowing, to authorize the issuance of bonds or notes of the Town;
or act in relation thereto.

On the south and southeast by land now or formerly of Lupien and
land now or formerly of Osborn;

On the north and northwest by land now or formerly of Giampetro
and land now or formerly of Larson;

supposed to contain twenty-four (24) acres, more or less; said land to be

used as and for the site of a proposed new Elementary School, accessory

buildings, and other school facilities connected therewith, in accordance

with Chapter 40, Section 14 and /or Chapter 79 of the General Laws, as

amended, and, for the purpose of acquiring said land.

It was so voted unanimously.

all necessary and incidental costs of the Elementary School Needs Com-
mittee in connection therewith; or act in relation thereto.

UNDER ARTICLE 5:

Mr. Charles Harrington moved that the Town vote to transfer from
Excess and Deficiency Account the sum of Ten Thousand ($10,000.00)

Dollars, for the purpose of procuring plans, specifications, technical

advise and other data and information relative to or in connection with

the proposed construction of the Elementary School described in the

preceding Article, and also for the purpose of defraying all necessary

and incidental costs of the Elementary School Needs Committee in con-

nection therewith.

It was so voted unanimously.

That a police officer of the Town shall, upon taking cognizance of a

violation of any rule, regulation, order or by-law regulating parking of

motor vehicles established by the town, give offender notice to appear

before Clerk of the District Court.

The notice to be in triplicate. If possible a copy of violation given

to the offender at time and place of violation. A copy to be kept by the

officer's commanding officer and the third to be delivered to the Clerk

of District Court.

The offender must return his tag to the Police Department within

four days of its receipt and if a first offense no further action is taken.

If a second through fifth offense a fine of $1.00 will be imposed.

If a sixth or subsequent offense a payment of $2.00 will operate as final

disposition of the case.

The proceeding under this section with regard to payments are not

criminal.

If an offender fails to answer, however, a criminal complaint may
issue and a suspension of offender's right to operate may be issued by
Registry of Motor Vehicles, or act in relation thereto.

Road, in accordance with Chapter 40, Section 14 and/or Chapter 79 of the

General Laws, both as most recently amended; and for the purpose of

acquiring said land, to see if the Town will vote to appropriate a suffi-

cient sum of money therefore, to determine how any such appropriation

shall be raised, whether by transfer from any available funds in the

Treasury, by taxation, by borrowing under the authority of Chapter 44

of the General Laws, or any other enabling authority, or by any or all

said methods, and, if by borrowing, to authorize the issuance of bonds or

notes of the Town; or act in relation thereto.

UNDER ARTICLE 8:

Chief Frederick Reid moved that the Town vote to authorize the Se-

lectmen to transfer from the Excess and Deficiency Account the sum of

One Thousand One Hundred ($1,100.00) Dollars, said sum to be used by
the Selectmen to acquire by purchase, eminent domain, or otherwise in fee

simple, a certain parcel of land situated of but not adjacent to Acton

Road, supposed to belong to Royal Gardner, said premises to be used

as and for the site of a proposed new Fire Station and to be added to

contiguous premises now belonging to the Town situated on said Acton
Road, in accordance with Chapter 40, Section 14 and/or Chapter 79 of

the General Laws, both as most recently amended.

It was so voted.

ARTICLE 9. In the event of an affirmative vote under the pre-

ceding Article to see if the Town will vote to appoint a committee, said

committee is to be named by the Board of Selectmen consisting of five

members, one of whom shall be the Fire Chief, for the purpose of pro-

ceeding with the preparation of plans and specifications for the con-

struction of a firehouse on the said described premises, said committee

to report back to the next Annual Town Meeting and to raise and ap-

propriate the sum of fifteen hundred dollars for the use of said commit-
tee; or act in relation thereto.
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UNDER ARTICLE 9:

Chief Frederick Reid moved that in the event of an affirmative vote

under Article 8 that the Town vote to appoint a committee; said com-

mittee is to be named by the Board of Selectmen consisting of five mem-
bers one of whom shall be the Fire Chief, for the purpose of proceeding

with the preparation of plans and specifications for the construction of a

firehouse on the said described premises. Said committee to report back

to the next Annual Town Meeting and to raise and appropriate the sum
of Fifteen Hundred ($1,500.00) Dollars for the use of said committee.

It was so voted.

ARTICLE 10. Shall the town accept the provisions of sections six-

teen to sixteen I, inclusive of Chapter 71 of the General Laws, providing

for the establishment of a regional school district together with the

town of Chelmsford, Groton, Littleton, and Westford; and the construc-

tion, maintenance, and operation of a regional school by the said district

in accordance with the provisions of a proposed agreement filed with

the selectmen.

UNDER ARTICLE 10:

Mr. Franklin Hunt moved that the Town accept the provision of

section sixteen to sixteen I, inclusive of Chapter 71 of the General Laws,

providing for the establishment of a regional school district together with

the town of Chelmsford, Groton, Littleton and Westford; and the con-

struction, maintenance, and operation of a regional school by the said

district in accordance with the provisions of a proposed agreement filed

with the Selectmen.

ford Town line then turning northeasterly along the Westford Town line
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to the intersection of the Westford Town line and the Tyngsboro Town
line then southerly along the center line of Mission Road to a point two

hundred feet more or less north of Wood Street, thence easterly in a

straight line to the Merrimack River, then turning and following the

Merrimack River south to a point northeasterly of and opposite to Wotton
Street then turning south and proceeding southwesterly along Wotton
Street thru Vinal Square thence following the center line westerly around

the edge of Crystal Lake to the junction of Crystal Lake and the Canal,

thence westerly to the intersection of the Canal and Route 3, the point

of beginning.

Mr. Arthur Colmer moved that the sum of Fourteen Thousand ($14,-

000.00) Dollars be appropriated for departmental equipment for the

Cemetery Department, and that to meet said appropriation the sum of

One Thousand Three Hundred ($1,300.00) Dollars be appropriated from
available funds in the Treasury and that the Treasurer, with the ap-

proval of the Selectmen, be and hereby is authorized to borrow the sum
of Twelve Thousand Seven Hundred ($12,700.00) Dollars and to issue

bonds or notes of the town therefore payable in accordance with Chapter

44 of the General Laws so that the whole loan shall be paid in not more
than five years from the date of issue of the first bond or note.

The year 1965 was a busy year for your Police Department as you
can see by the preceeding statistics.

As the town grows a greater demand is placed on your Police

Department for various services; in particular the number of homes
to be checked when residents are on vacation. This is a very important
phase of police work and I urge all residents to notify the Police Depart-

ment when they are leaving on vacation so that we may better serve you.
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We moved into the new Police Station on Norh Road Monday,
December 13, 1965. The station is modern in every respect and will enable

us to function in a more efficient manner. We now have our own lockup,

which consists of three cells for men, one for women and a juvenile

detention room. We have a modern laboratory and camera equipment
which will enable us to take and develop all pictures needed in our
investigations of accidents and other crimes. We are planning to send an
officer to the State Police Laboratory and Photo School to be trained

in all phases of fingerprinting and other methods of Crime Detection.

In the new station we have three interrogating rooms and a guard room
where all the officers have their own lockers. We have dual radio trans-

mitters in our main office along with our teletype machine. We also have

a stand-by power plant to take care of all our needs if we should

experience a power failure. The Chief's Office is modern in every respect

and is situated in the new building so that he has a great deal of privacy.

The Auxiliary Police Band under the able direction of Sergeant Basil

Larkin plans to continue the Band Concerts again this year, these

concerts have given pleasure to many in the past years.

At the present time we have thirty Auxiliary Police Officers,

completely uniformed and well trained in all phases of police work,

which they would be called upon to perform in case of an emergency.

Sgt. Basil Larkin is in charge of this fine group of dedicated citizens.

I wish to thank the Board of Selectmen and all other town officials

and employees; also the general public for the excellent cooperation given

to the Police Department during the past year.

FIRE DEPARTMENT

Frederick H. Reid, Fire Chief

To the Honorable Board of Selectmen

Town of Chelmsford, Massachusetts

Gentlemen:

I hereby submit my report of the Fire Department for the year
ending December 31, 1965.

Upon comparing the records of the Fire Department for the past

five years, they reveal that the number of calls requested of and responded
to by your Fire Department has more than doubled. In 1960, we respond-

ed to 388 calls; in 1965 we responded to 820 calls and of this number, 19

were for aid to other towns.

This past year has been the most disastrous in the history of our

town as far as fire loss and major fires are concerned and with the

accidental death of our Chief, Ernest G. Byam, responding to a fire.

The town and in particular the Fire Department suffered a great loss.

His life was dedicated to the fire service and the work that he accomplish-

ed will always be a tribute to his memory.

We continue to use our manpower to good advantage by doing a

considerable amount of repair and maintenance work ourselves on the

five fire stations as well as the fire apparatus.

Fire prevention continues to be one of the essential parts of our

work with inspections being made every three months throughout the

year to all the schools, convalescent and nursing homes as well as to

other public buildings and places of assembly periodically.

This year we have modernized the fire alarm system by installing

transistor units, doing away with the old type storage batteries and
rectifiers; by adding 18 new street boxes and approximately 5 miles of

new fire alarm wire. The Quessy School, McFarlin School addition and

the new Junior High School were connected into the fire alarm system.

All routine wire and maintenance work was done by the firefighters.

For 1966, the Department recommends that a new station be built

on land purchased at the Special Town Meeting in October, 1965 and a

1000 G.P.M. pumper be purchased for the Central Station with the 750

G.P.M. pumper there now, going to the new proposed station in South.

I wish to express my many thanks to all town officials and employees

for the excellent cooperation given to the Fire Department during the

past year.

Concord Road—622 feet 12" R.C. pipe, 2 manholes and 1 catch

basin installed.

Pine Hill Road—1096 feet 12" R.C. pipe, 40 feet 12" metal culvert

pipe, 5 catch basins installed. This road was widened considerably,

shoulders and portions of the road excavated and regravelled and primed.

Approximately 4000 feet of mix-in-place consisting of a sand and
asphalt mix was placed over the gravel foundation. The mix was sealed

with a bituminous asphalt treatment.

Main Street—64 feet 12" R.C. pipe, 32 feet 12" metal culvert pipe,

two catch basins installed.

North Road—100 feet 12" R.C. pipe, 1 catch basin installed.

Westford Street—1043 feet 12" R.C. pipe, two catch basins installed.

A bituminous concrete berm was installed to control the flow of water.

Subway Avenue—424 feet 12" R.C. pipe, 1 catch basin installed. This

road was reshaped, regravelled and treated with two applications of

asphalt.

Approximately 375 feet of slope curbing was installed at Barlett

Park on Acton Road.

Berm was installed at Silva Park at the intersection of School Street

and Old Westford Road.

A new chain link fence was installed at the Town Yard on Richard-

son Road.

The Chapter 90 construction project consisted of the continuation

of the reconstruction of Old Westford Road from Arbutus Avenue to

Grandview Road, a distance of approximately 2500 feet. Twelve hundred

forty-six feet of 12" R.C. pipe, 648 feet 15" R.C. pipe, 304 feet 18" R.C.

pipe, 480 feet 8" metal culvert pipe, 11 manholes and 14 catch basins

were installed. The road was excavated, 12" of gravel placed with a

surface treatment over the gravel foundation. A two course bituminous

concrete surface was constructed with l 1̂ " of top placed over a 1%"
base course. Bituminous concrete berms were installed on grades of 3%
and over to control the water flow. Fine grading of the shoulders was
completed with the seeding to be completed in the spring.
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The Chapter 90, Maintenance projects included hot topping ap-

proximately 1500 feet on Boston Road and approximately 800 feet on

North Road.

New equipment purchased in 1965 include three dump trucks, one

Tractor-Shovel (front-end loader) and one Tandem Road Roller.

A stone dust sidewalk was installed at the new Junior High School

from the school entrance to Princess Avenue.

The usual oiling of streets, brush cutting, installing of street signs,

painting of traffic lines, cleaning catch basins, sweeping streets, sand-

ing, snow plowing and snow removal, drainage, and general maintenance

was performed throughout the year.

I wish to thank the townspeople for their kind consideration and
cooperation and the Police Department for notifying the department of

dangerous conditions on the roads during the winter months.

The year 1965 saw an increase in the industrial picture in town.

While the growth has been slow, the increase in space of the industry

already located here has been rapid. During the year, Timberline Machine
Co. located in town as did the Sawyer Associates. Electro Metals,

Custom Materials, Vibrac and B. K. Elliott all increased the square

footage of their plants almost double.

Inquiries have been received, from fifteen (15) different sources

during the year, pertaining to the availability of industrial zoned land,

water supply, rail facilities, tax rate and locations of industrial zoned

land. All inquiries have been promptly answered and the commission

offered their services to the inquiring concerns to assist in any way
possible. The North section of town, where there is land zoned for heavy

industry, appears to be the section most interesting to several concerns

and it is being stressed by these concerns in their inquiries. 1966 may
see an increase in the industrial picture for the North Section.

The move is still on to the suburbs and we feel sure now that with

the co-operation of our town boards and committees the year 1966 could

be the year for Chelmsford industrially.

It has been a long time coming, but the seeds may now bear fruit,

of the type and size that the town has shown a desire for.

One of the prime resources of Chelmsford consists of the rustic

beauty which is to be found in the wonders of nature. It was Clifford

Pinchot, founder of the Conservation Movement who said, "Conservation

is the use of natural resources for the greatest good of the greatest

number for the longest time."

One of the single most important problems of the modern day is to

retain the green areas and open space in our communities, compatable

with sound development for people. Sound development is synonymous
with proper usage of land and water areas, and is inconsistant with in-

discriminate encroachment on the natural landscape of Chelmsford.

It is recognized that Chelmsford stands to lose so much by the ab-

sence of sound long range area planning, and stands so much to gain by
sound programming of our conservation resources, that a master plan

is going to be made which we feel will be both aggressive and compre-

hensive in its consideration of the total environment. It is our hope that

this master plan will be completed in the very near future for your con-

sideration.

After much delay, purchase of some thirty-five acres of land on

Crooked Spring Road was completed. Plans call for replacing the unde-

sirable growth with wild flowers and shrubs, planting trees to reclaim

the denuded area caused by gravel removal, and making necessary repairs

to the dam. Civic organizations and individuals have expressed a desire

to be considered in helping to bring this undertaking to fruition.

Regular meetings were held monthly with many special meetings

called due to the many items of business on hand. Several members at-

tended regional and State meetings where leading conservation experts

shared their wealth of knowledge and experience.

Appreciation is expressed to the town officials and many interested

citizens for their help and cooperation.

This is a report of activities in the Cemetery Department for 1965.

Pine Ridge Cemetery was again the most active cemetery in lot sales,

interments and projects due to donations to the town from lot owners.

Another long section of wrought iron fence was donated by Mr. George
Barris of North Chelmsford. Another substantial gift in shrubbery was
donated by Mrs. Ruth Merrill. The will of Mrs. Valida Douglas provided

funds which enabled us to proceed with an irrigation system which will

be very beneficial to growing good turf. Four wells were installed cap-

able of two hundred and sixty gallons per minute. The reinforced con-

crete pump house, with pumps, tank, controls, etc., were installed. Part

of the irrigation system is in and we hope to have it all in operation

early this spring. Addition was made in 1965 to the drainage system.

Another acre of woodland was developed into lots for future need. Gen-

eral maintenance, top dressing areas, etc., was carried on.

In 1965 we planted twenty-four maple trees in the Fairview Ceme-
tery, and carried on with landscaping, fertilizing and general main-

tenance. In West Chelmsford Cemetery a new fence was installed which
added much to the cemetery. Two large areas were brought up to grade

and seeded. All the rear section of land was cleared and will now be

developed. A long drainage system with four catch basins was installed.

In the Hart Pond Cemetery, water lines were repaired, fence repaired,

much pruning of trees, fertilizing and general maintenance carried on.

Water lines also had to be repaired in Riverside Cemetery, dead trees

removed. In Fore Fathers Cemetery, historical stones were repaired, and
many straightened, dead trees removed, hedge was trimmed and general

maintenance carried on.

Four Thousand Dollars ($4,000.00) was again transferred to the

town from Perpetual Care interest.

PLANNING BOARD
The year 1965 was another busy year for the Planning Board with

seventy-six plans being submitted. These plans contained five hundred
and twenty-five building lots. Three hundred and ninety-seven of these

lots were subject to subdivision control law which requires public

hearings and approval of our Fire, Health and Highway Departments.

One hundred and twenty-eight lots were on accepted streets, the balance

of the plans brought before us were mainly lot line changes.

The stricter and more complete zoning by-law, adopted by the town
in 1963 has continued to be very effective, and a major factor in our

orderly if somewhat hasty growth. However, the Planning Board has

continued to up-date our zoning by-laws in the form of amendments
adopted by you at the 1965 Town Meeting as well as proposed amend-
ments to come before you at the next annual Town Meeting in March
of 1966. 1965 saw the Planning Board hire the firm of Edwards and
Kelcey, Inc. as part-time professional planning consultants. At the

present time, we have them working on up-dating the town zoning map
by adding the numerous new streets as well as preparing recommenda-
tions on a cluster zoning by-law.

PLUMBING INSPECTOR
A total of 519 applications for Permits to do plumbing were issued

to master plumbers. Of this number 398 were for new construction and
43 for old buildings and 78 were for hot water tanks. It was necessary

to make 912 inspections before they were approved.

To the Citizens of Chelmsford:

This year the tree department was kept busy supervising powerline

construction for the ever increasing need for more power. The trees that

are usually planted each year to fill the gaps in the street planting was
kept to a minimum due to the very dry weather. This department has

a credit of $700.00 with the local power company. This money will be

used for the purpose of planting of trees removed this coming year,

weather permitting.

All trees that were planted within the past five years were waxed
to retain moisture, and were fertilized hydraulically. This practice has

saved a great many young trees that would have otherwise died during

this extended draught.

The emergency damage throughout the year was considerable, due to

the ice storm of last winter. Many trees were split and weakened and

had to be removed or pruned. The bulk of the funds was spent in a general

contract that was awarded to the lowest bidder.

My thanks to the police and fire departments, for their usual co-

operation with this department in regard to emergency night work.

MOTH DEPARTMENT

To the Citizens of Chelmsford:

Spraying was carried out this year under very dry conditions, and

the results were excellent. The lack of rain allowed the work to continue

uninterrupted and no time was spent on repeat spraying. The contractor

awarded the contract was low bidder and was licensed by the state as

qualified for such work.

The material used was Flowable Seven, a chemical having a low

toxicity. Fertilizing was incorporated with the spraying and the results

were very good, especially on young trees.

POISON IVY CONTROL

The dry weather was a big factor in the good control of this nuisance

weed. The work was awarded to the low bidder, and was completed in an

effective procedure.
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DUTCH ELM CONTROL

The severe drought has aided in the destruction of this specie of

tree. Many elms that survived the ravages of Dutch Elm disease could

not withstand the extended weather condition. The results were prema-

ture and undersized leaves. Repetition of this condition over the past

four years is as much to blame for the fatalities as the disease itself.

This work was awarded to the low, qualified bidder at the average

price of $44.00 per unit. Trees that were removed in certain sections and

were considered hazardous were ground below grade. Elms are being

replaced by other species in desired locations, as soon as possible.

TOWN FOREST COMMITTEE
To the Board of Selectmen:

During 1965 your Committee has been fortunate to have available,

especially during the Christmas and Easter holidays, but also on many
Saturdays, four or five high school boys who enjoy working in the

forests and who, under the supervision of the chairman of this com-
mittee, do very good work.

We have spent most of our time on three projects: continuing to

clean up the six acres of the Thanksgiving Ground forest that were
burned in October 1963; thinning out—and in spots completely eliminat-

ing—dense stands of young pines that threaten to overrun parts of the

forest and block pleasant vistas that should be enjoyed from the trails;

and cutting out two old woods roads in the Mill Road forest and cleaning

up their sides to make them more attractive and also to make them
serve as strips that should at least slow down a fire.

More and more persons are using the forests, especially youngsters,

yet we are having very little litterbugging and practically no vandalism.

Apparently those who use the areas are truly appreciative of their value.

During the year Edward B. Russell resigned from the committee.

Ed Russell has been a member of the committee since it was estab-

lished in 1937. The town is indebted to him not only for his service on

the committee but especially for his gift of eleven acres of beautiful big

pines fronting on the pond that constitute perhaps the finest area in

Thanksgiving Ground forest.

The Selectmen made an excellent appointment to replace Mr. Russell

in the person of Bruce Gullion, a trained forester and an important ad-

ministrator in the Commonwealth's Department of Natural Resources.

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SCHOOL NURSE'S REPORT

Due to the continued increase in population and the building of more
schools, another nurse has been added to the school nurse personnel. There

are four nurses who endeavor to maintain a healthful and safe school

program. Diphtheria, tetanus and whooping cough clinics were held in

March, April and May. Classroom children in Grade 1 and 6, with parental

consent were innoculated. Small Pox vaccination clinics were conducted

in May. During March school children in all grades were Heaf tested for

tuberculosis and given the Sabin trivalent polio serum. The parent's

signature on forms sent home is required before any child is inoculated.

In October, flu serum was given by Dr. Blechman to all town employees

who desired this protection. Physical examinations were conducted by
the three school doctors. Two state trained technicians handle the vision

and hearing testing program. The nurses do the follow-up work contact-

ing parents regarding failures. Classroom discussions and individual

health lectures were given. Home visits and parent conferences were
held whenever necessary. Two television health programs were presented,

one by a doctor and the other by a dentist.

The support of the school nurse program by parents, school person-

nel, doctors, and state and local agencies is greatly appreciated.

MOSQUITO CONTROL PROGRAM
Mr. Myles J. Hogan was appointed as the new Mosquito Control

Superintendent on April 22, 1965. Mr. Donald Fenton tendered his

resignation because of business commitments. During the spring of

1965 one aerial larvicidal application was applied to approximately

2000 acres of known breeding areas. The legality of aerial spraying over

residential areas, in controlling adult mosquito, has been questioned. In

view of this an alternate means of adult control was experimented with

and found to be satisfactory. The method of application was in the form
of vehicle mounted aerial fogging. Adulticide applications were limited

during the summer months because of budgetary commitments whereas
no purchases for equipment could be made and had to rely on an outside

concern. A revised budget has been submitted to include an outlay for

the purchase of equipment. All applications were under the control of

State licensed supervisors and operators. All pesticides applied were the

minimum recommended amounts by the State Pesticide Board.

PROGRESS REPORT ON MUNICIPAL SEWAGE
One of the major matters of interest during the past year to the

community was future planning for Municipal Sewage Disposal' Facilities.

Since the completion of the preliminary studies in June, 1964 further

action was delayed pending completion of preliminary studies by Lowell

and Dracut. Our engineering report on sewage disposal facilities and
the 1963 Department of Public Health Merrimack River Report recom-
mended a regional sewage works as the most economical means of

meeting the requirements for pollution abatement of the Merrimack
River. State and Federal Agencies have been concentrating on cleaning

up rivers and their tributaries in recent years. Federal grants of up to

50% of the total cost will be available in the very near future. During
the past year joint meetings with other town officials have taken place

in which recommendations and proposals were discussed. Joint meetings

will continue to be held during the coming year to seek implementation

of this program. The Board recommends that the second phase or final

planning be undertaken in anticipation of the construction phase.

COMMUNICABLE DISEASES
The Board is glad to announce that no new cases of TB have been

reported and at the end of the year there were no hospitalized cases.

The result of which left the Communicable Disease Account with an
unexpended balance of $3183.94. A TB finding program was instituted

for the school population during the past year and will continue through

1966. Results of the groups tested were gratifying and positive readings

were within the average range.

There were 38 cases of dog bites reported. No animal rabies have

been reported in Chelmsford. The Board is recommending an animal

rabies vaccination clinic to be conducted sometime in the late spring of

1966.

The incident of childhood diseases showed no marked changes except

for mumps which showed a definite increase over the previous years

resulting in one complication, namely encephalitis. A poster, leaflet and

news release campaign was started during the past year to indoctrinate

the public on the importance of immunization against diphtheria, tetanus,

whooping cough and polio. This campaign will continue through 1966.

GENERAL ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH
A total of 337 subsurface sewage permits were issued during the

past year, 266 inspections were made on new installations. The majority

of nuisance complaints were in the nature of overflowing sewage. It is

expected that these problems can be resolved in the near future. Routine

inspections were conducted as required by law. The new Sanitary

Code Article X has been disseminated to all eating and drinking

establishments and owners have been familiarized with the new state

regulations. No outstanding violations were noted, and the few noted were

corrected to the satisfaction of the Board.

The recreation program of this past year involved the expansion of

sports activities started in previous years and an increase in the number
of playgrounds staffed for the Summer Program. Volunteer workers

enabled us to establish summer basketball for girls, flag football for men
and a boys' Bantam Hockey Team.

As in other years, costs of the programs sponsored by the commis-
sion were financed by the annual appropriation. However, expenses for

some of the programs, particularly hockey and adult activities, were
partially defrayed by those participating.

The baseball season started with the Boys' League playing a twelve

(12) game schedule, ninety (90) boys ages 9 to 12 participated at the

Jordan Road field. The Junior League, ages 13-15, played for twelve (12)

weeks at the Varney Playground. The Connie Mack entry in the Greater

Lowell League (ages 16-19) finished second in a field of eight (8) teams.

Men's softball fielded six (6) teams at the McFarlin School field. As in

other years, the Commission equipped the Little League Pee Wee teams.

The South Row and Jordan Road Playgrounds were added to our

eight (8) week summer program. Children of all ages enjoyed arts and
crafts, athletics, and several field trips. Three hundred and twenty-five

(325) children completed the eight (8) weeks swimming program which

was staffed by qualified safety instructors at the Crystal Lake Beach.

The Playground and Swimming Programs, again this year, provided

activities for special children.

Girls' basketball, boys' golf, and tennis matches for boys and girls

were enjoyed by 130 competitors.

Thirty adults participated in a nine (9) week golf program on Tues-

day evenings.

In the fall, forty (40) adults played flag football at the McFarlin
Field. The Junior Football League used the same field for its one hun-

dred (100) boys.

The winter program commenced with men's basketball in the High
School gym. Boys' hockey was a continuation of the schooling session
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for boys to age 14 and the entry of a team in the Shawsheen Bantam
League.

The commission would again like to thank all public officials, town
organizations and citizens who contributed their time and effort in

making this year's program a success. In addition, the Commission ex-

tends personal thanks to Harry Ayotte who resigned as chairman.

Mrs. Joseph Donovan, assistant librarian in charge. Mrs. Kathleen

Avery, junior assistant librarian.

The use of the public libraries is keeping pace with the population

expansion. This year the development of the basement at Adams Library
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was necessary to meet the demands of added library service. This is now
an attractive well lighted area with two rooms of stack space, a large

work room where books are processed and mended and an office for the

librarian. The street floor has been completely redecorated. Some new
lighting has been added and the departments have been rearranged.

The staff is most anxious to cooperate in extra services such as

arranging to conduct tours of instruction on library usage, for scout

troops and school classes; in planning story hours, puppet shows and book

clubs whenever feasible; in contracting for inter-library loans from
Boston Public Library and extending the use of the library for morning
classes in cooperation with the County Extension Service.

I would like to use this means to publicly acknowledge our indebted-

ness to the following: Mrs. Edward M. Connolly for giving frequent story

hours; Mrs. Hans Dolezalck for puppet shows; the Garden Club for

monthly arrangements; to the Chelmsford Newsweekly and Lowell Sun
for cooperation on any needed publicity; The Highway Department for

snow removal; and lastly the Newcomer's Club for substantial sums
toward the purchase of new books.

As always, the staff members avail themselves, whenever possible,

of courses of instruction pertinent to library work.

The Board of Registrars will hold, prior to all elections, sessions in

each precinct, all sessions in all precincts except Precinct One will be

from seven to nine p.m. The final day of registration is always held at

the Town Hall, Chelmsford Center, from twelve noon to ten p.m. Natural-

ized citizens must bring their final papers in order to become registered

voters.

To vote in all elections, a person must be:

1. A citizen of the United States

2. 21 years of age or more
3. A resident of Massachusetts for at least 1 year on Election Day
4. A resident of Chelmsford for at least 6 months on Election Day
5. A registered voter, qualified before the Board of Registrars and

signed the official list.

Registration is permanent. Once registered as a Chelmsford voter a

citizen may vote in all elections as long as he continues to maintain a

residence in Chelmsford except. if. a voter changes his name, either by
marriage or by court action, or moves to another precinct, he must
register again.

A Board of Registrars, under state law, has charge of the registra-

tion of voters. They prepare the anual Register of Voters divided accord-
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ing to Precincts and listing the voters by street address and with political

party designations. This Register of Voters is used at the polls at

elections.

The 3 Registrars are appointed for a 3-year term by the Selectmen

on a bi-partisan basis. The Town Clerk is an ex-officio member of the

Board.

THE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL
NEEDS AND BUILDING COMMITTEE

The school housing needs of the Town of Chelmsford continue to

increase at a seemingly endless pace because of the rapid growth of the

population of the town. The people of this community are facing today

the construction of at least two more schools and an addition to an
existing building if the housing needs of their children are to be met in

a satisfactory manner.
While in the past your committee has been able to keep up with the

housing needs by spacing its construction program, this policy is no

longer feasible. The building program must now be speeded up in order

to have at least three projects completed by 1969.

The first project already is nearing the end of its planning and the

townspeople have authorized the purchase of land for a site.

This is the proposed 30-room elementary school to be erected on the

so-called Roberts land at Westford Street and Old Westford Road. We
hope, if the town votes the money early in 1966, to have this building

ready for use in the fall of 1967.

Early in 1966 your committee will ask for funds to plan a 12-room

addition, with cafetorium and gymnasium areas, at the Westlands school
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site on Dalton Road.

These buildings will keep us abreast with the demand for school

housing for the time being at the elementary level, but it will not leave

any great leeway.

The third project which must be undertaken is the construction of

another junior high school to be located in the south end of the town.

This must be made available for 1969 if we are to avoid an impossible

situation at both the high and junior high school levels.

By this time the entire freshman class, unable to be housed in the

high school, will have to be assigned to the present new junior high school.

When this happens, the seventh grade pupils at the junior high level will

be forced out of the new junior high school building.

By erecting another junior high school in the south end of the town
we can take care of this situation and, for a year or so, provide rooms
in the proposed new building to meet the demands for housing of

elementary pupils.

This will take care of the high school until 1972 and by that time

the effects of the construction of the Regional Vocational-Technical High
School and the possible construction of a private high school in this area

may change the picture somewhat as it involves high school pupils.

However, the possibility of a parochial elementary school in town
remains most remote and we can look forward to no relief from this

source.

Henrick R. Johnson, Chairman

Eugene J. Doody, Secretary Gerald C. Tucke

Thomas L. Rivard, Ed.D., Superintendent of Schools

The School Committee of the Town of Chelmsford herewith presents

its report for the year 1965 to the citizens of the town.

Probably the most asked question in any community at the start of

each year concerns the school budget — people ask, "How much is it

going up this year?" The 1966 school budget will show a gross increase

of $452,670.00 and a net increase of $352,309.00 over the 1965 appropriated

budget.

Attention is called to the report of the Elementary School Needs and

Building Committee published in this annual report of the town and to its

specific recommendations on future housing which the School Committee
recommends that the citizens of the town follow. Its non-school committee

members are: Mr. Charles D. Harrington, Chairman, Mr. Philip E.

Campbell, Secretary, Mr. Wesley M. Harper, and Mr. Roy C. Stephenson

who are to be commended for the outstanding work which they are doing.

PERSONNEL
The number of teachers in our system continues to increase in

response to the growing pupil enrollment. In the fall of 1962, the number
of teachers and principals was 207. The number increased to 284 in 1965

and it is estimated that 329 will be required for the opening of school in

September of 1966.

As is usually the case, the greatest increase in the 1966 budget is in

the teachers' salary account. This was caused by the number of additional

teachers added to the system and by the revision of the salary schedule.

Considering the new state minimum of $5,000.00 and the brisk competi-

tion from the surrounding towns, we felt it necessary to increase our

scheduled minimum from $5,000.00 to $5,300.00. Regardless of all other

factors, our schools will be good only because of excellence in teaching.

TRANSPORTATION
Pupil transportation still remains a major item in our budget. It is

the policy of the School Committee to review the transportation policy

annually and to estimate procedures that will keep pace with the growth
of the town, contribute to the safety of the pupils, and effect such

economies as may be determined to be safe and equitable. As the town
population continues to grow, it will be necessary to increase the side-

walks in all school districts.

CURRICULUM
Another factor in the long-term uptrend in school appropriations in

addition to growth of the steady increase is the demands for higher
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educational standards. We are faced with the challenge to develop and
maintain an outstanding program of instruction in all subjects at all

levels. This is a challenge that is particularly evident in light of the

need to develop the understanding, abilities, appreciations, and attitudes

so necessary to effective living in our times. The record for 1965 speaks

for itself. However, the opportunity to do an even better job lies before

our entire community. This is the challenge clearly stated by the School

Committee and implicitly accepted by the school personnel. These efforts

are inescapable if Chelmsford is to keep abreast of the most advanced

knowledge, research, and techniques — that is, to rank high in this new
era of education.

But whatever the economic trends, in view of Chelmsford's long

evidenced interest in excellence in education, we will continue to support

higher educational standards, always mindful that the supply of tax

payers' dollars is not inexhaustible.

OF GENERAL INTEREST

It is impossible to summarize the many interesting and significant

things going on in the Chelmsford public schools. However, this report

attempts to illustrate some of what is taking place within the school

system.

Enrollment — In September, 6,048 pupils were enrolled in eight

elementary schools, one junior high school, and one senior high school.

This figure represents an increase of 544 students over enrollment figures

of September 1964. The perennial problem of grade distribution was
partially solved with the conversion of the old junior high school buildings

into an elementary unit.

The junior high school population of 546 was well under the 1,250

pupil capacity of the new building which opened on the twentieth of

September.

The enrollment at the high school in September reached 1,415. As
the capacity of the school is approximately 1,500 pupils, this further

highlights the need for additional housing for the high school students.

New Junior High School — It is always a thrilling experience to go

into a new school. For both the faculty and the student body the opening

of the junior high school on September 20th was no exception. The
architect and the contractor took great care to preserve the natural

beauty of the setting by saving a maximum of pine trees. The classrooms

are most attractive with each one looking out at nature at its loveliest.

The facilities and equipment are excellent and students and faculty have

responded with enthusiasm. The folding partitions in several areas of

the building allow classes to be combined for lectures and demonstrations

by members of the department. It now appears that the Industrial Arts

and Homemaking rooms will be utilized as elementary classrooms until

the proposed elementary school on Old Westford Road is opened.

Curriculum — Our purpose of education remains the same — to

emphasize quality education in order to challenge the intellectual skills
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of every student. It is our goal to provide appropriate educational facili-

ties and curriculums for all of the pupils and our recognition that every

child is important. Thus, the four major educational areas continually

receiving specific study and attention are Curriculum and Control of

Courses, Quality and Effectiveness of Teaching, Recognition and En-
couragement of Students, and Development of Intellectual Leadership.

This year has seen a continuation in the development of the many
aspects of the curriculum. The curriculum committees have revived or

developed specific study guides, all with the intent of improving subject

structure and levels of instruction.

Continual studies are being carried out in all schools to find the best

means for meeting the individual needs of children. Grouping in many
subject areas has helped us adapt materials and ways of instruction to

the ability level of the student. We are building ways to challenge the

very bright child, keep the average child working to capacity while

providing additional time and supplemental skill development materials

for the slow learner. New methods, the use of improved teaching ma-
terials, and regular inservice training for our teachers will make con-

tinual progress possible.

Mathematics — The transition from the traditional to the modern
mathematics has been taking place gradually through carefully studied

and prepared plans. Staff members have maintained study to keep abreast

of the new developments in content and techniques through enrolling in

special mathematics workshops and through our inservice programs. The
new mathematics means something new in content as well as approach.

It stresses concepts rather than rote memorization of the proper steps

to perform. It stresses discovery and inquiry rather than isolated

mechanical drill. By shifting emphasis from the mechanical to the

creative, most educators agree that pupils will be better able to cope

with future developments requiring new mathematical competences.

However, most of the old mathematics, best described as the computa-
tional skills, are still fundamentally important and are still taught.

Reading Program — Reading is the foundation of education. The
effects of this skill are felt in all levels of education. With this in mind,

we have established reading as a focal point in our curriculum. At the

present time, we have a reading teacher in each building, charged with

the responsibility of providing remedial help and skill development for

all levels.

Special Therapy — Due to the increased number of pupils who are

in need of corrective speech therapy, an additional speech therapist will

be employed for the fall term. Under the present State Law, part of the

salaries of the speech therapist and the adjustment counselor will be

reimbursed.

Guidance — Greater emphasis is being given to guidance at all

levels as guidance and counseling constitute an integral part of the

students' development. The art of helping students to analyze their own
problems, to gain an insight to their process of thinking, to obtain

information from their environment which is pertinent to their problems,
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to weigh and measure all significant factors before arriving at decisions

— these are all essential parts of the educative process.

On the elementary level, a second adjustment counselor will be

added to the guidance staff this coming year. This program is to aid the

children who are under-achieving or are having social, emotional or

behavior problems. In every instance, parental approval and cooperation

are sought.

Chelmsford pupils continue to consistently score above the national

median scores on standardized tests administered to them. The high

school students have consistently placed high on College Board Examina-
tions and on National Merit Scholarship Examinations.

Programmed Learning Material — During the year, staff members
have been studying some of the programmed learning materials and
teaching machines. Some of the programmed materials appear to have
great possibilities for students who wish to advance at their own pace

or who need remedial help. Evaluation of these materials will continue

this coming year.

Instructional Aids — Audio-visual aids is a well established educa-

tional field. However, our educational system continues to remind us of

the freshness of discovery. The televised lessons offer certain distinct

advantages in that they provide content or materials which cannot be

presented as effectively in the regular classroom. Pupils are regularly

receiving carefully prepared lessons in music, physical education, phonics,

science, art, speech therapy, and guidance. The programs are constantly

being revised and improved by the television staff with the help of the

teachers. Participation in the utilization of The 21 Inch Classroom
(WGBH-TV) will be tried this coming year on an experimental basis.

Libraries — The year 1965 saw great progress toward the expansion

of library services at all levels. A full time librarian was added to the

junior high staff. Classroom teachers are taking full advantage of

library resources in their preparation of the subject matter to be studied

by their classes.

In Other Areas — The art, music, and physical education programs
which are phases of the total education of all pupils are continually

being evaluated.

The demands of increased emphasis in the quality and quantity of

our instructional program in mathematics and science has not detracted

from the accent on English, social studies, foreign languages, and other

important areas of study. While it is true that the technological economy
of our nation requires mathematicians, scientists, and engineers, we also

have a responsibility for preparing our students to be the professional

and competent workers who will also staff the political, economic, and

social developments that we can foresee. Our schools must prepare

citizens who understand and value the basic ideas of freedom, who are

literate in political, economic, and social affairs, and who are ready and
able to participate effectively in the civic life of a free nation.

Professional Resources — A reference library of current professional

literature and materials is maintained in the high school library where
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they are made available on loan to all members of the staff.

Supervision of Instruction — Education today is in a great state

of flux. Experimentation must be carried on in our schools to determine
the real merit of promising new structures and teaching techniques.

Careful evaluation of all proposed changes must precede town wide
adoption. It would be impossible to enumerate here all the factors that

will likely affect education in the future. A most important factor is

supervision of instruction. Supervisory programs must be geared to

assist teachers in upgrading their instruction and to acquire "know-how"
in helping students to become independent learners. We have established

the machinery to bring constantly improved instruction in the classrooms

by adopting a policy of having subject matter specialists or resource

persons coordinate the major subject matter areas in all grades. However,
only the teacher can bring about these curriculum changes in the class-

room. We have the competent, resourceful, and enthusiastic teaching

staff to do the job.

Federal Funds — Again this year Chelmsford has taken full ad-

vantage of available federal funds. To a large degree, these federal funds

have made possible the great improvement in the educational standards

of the Chelmsford school system. One of the criteria for a good educa-

tional system is the utilization of resource materials and audio-visual

aids in its instructional program. Their purchase has been accomplished

through the use of these funds without any direct effect on the tax rate.

Without this aid, it would have been most difficult to have attained our

present high educational standards. Financial assistance was received for

the improvement of guidance, science, mathematics and modern foreign

language instruction. In addition, projects are currently being developed

to take advantage of available federal funds in English, reading, geo-

graphy and history.

Citizens Advisory Committee — The Citizens Advisory Committee is

performing an outstanding service for the School Committee. Some of

the projects currently being undertaken by this committee are: The
Dropout Problem, Data Processing, Time to Teach, Special Class Educa-

tion, and the updating of the Community Resources Catalogue.

IN MEMORIAM

Lottie M. Agnew, fourth grade teacher at the North Elementary
School, passed away April 3, 1965. Her death brought to an end a long

career dedicated to the teaching of the children of Chelmsford — a

career in which she earned the respect and affection of all — children,

fellow workers and parents.

George S. Wright, Sr., former superintendent of the Chelmsford

Public School System, passed away on March 31, 1965. Mr. Wright will

be long remembered by his teachers, parents and students for his many
years of dedicated service to the Town of Chelmsford as its Superintend-

ent of Schools.
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IN CONCLUSION
This report should not close without a word of appreciation for the

devotion; professional alertness,, and competence of. the school personnel.

Chelmsford's splendid and well-equipped schools furnish an enviable

physical environment, but without the staff there could be no schools.

It is evident that the citizens of Chelmsford appreciate the efforts of

the teachers by their enthusiastic support of the educational system.

Chelmsford's schools have a reputation for excellence far beyond their

geographical surroundings and every year new families come here

because of the educational advantages. Maintaining and improving this

quality is the responsibility of the school personnel.

As we look to the future, we must continue to be concerned:

—with intellectual excellence.

—with a curriculum that will permit individual fulfillment and one

that is sufficiently challenging for each of our students.

—with controlled experimentation that will permit a good program
to become even better.

—with the more effective utilization of teachers.

—with a sound financial relationship between the goals of the

community and its ability to sustain them financially.

—with the prestige and remuneration of teachers.

We are grateful to all who have assisted us in any way — all Town
Boards and Committees, the Police, Fire and Highway Departments, the

Parent-Teacher Associations, the School Building Committee, the Citi-

zens Committee, and all interested citizens.

BUDGET ANALYSIS
This year's proposed budget again reflects the growth in the school

population as well as improved teaching services. The impact of the

current building in the town of Chelmsford is reflected in the provision,

among others, for an additional forty-three teachers.

A summary of income and expenditures of the Chelmsford public

schools for the year 1965 and the budget recommended for 1966 follows:

THE NASHOBA VALLEY TECHNICAL HIGH SCHOOL
DISTRICT COMMITTEE

At special town meetings on October 4, 1965, the voters of Chelms-
ford, Groton, Littleton and Westford approved an Agreement to form a

regional vocational school district in accordance with sections sixteen

to sixteen I of the General Laws. The votes were as follows:

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Following formation of the District, the moderators of the respective

towns appointed the undersigned to serve as members of the district

school committee until 1968, when membership will become elective.

In accordance with the towns' mandate, the Committee has begun
planning for the construction of a high school that will satisfy the need

of many area students for training in vocational and technical subjects.

It is the Committee's hope that construction can begin by July 1, 1966,

and be completed by September 1, 1967. We realize the immensity of this

undertaking and are seeking professional assistance in all phases.

The Committee has obtained the services of Professor Charles J.

Higgins of Lowell Technological Institute as educational consultant.

Under his guidance the educational specifications are nearing completion.

After interviewing six architects, the Committee engaged John C.

Carr Associates of Natick, Massachusetts.

An effort is now under way to recruit a superintendent-director of

the necessary high caliber. His early selection should prove of inestim-

able value to the Committee as planning of the project develops.

The Agreement specifies that the school shall be located in Westford
and within one and one-half miles of the junction of Tadmuck Road and
Route 110. We have identified several sites within this area and expect

to make a decision soon.

We have chosen the name, "Nashoba Valley Technical High School,"

and the motto, "Progress Through Technology," to underline our inten-

tion not to imitate the traditional trade school but to attempt to pre-

pare our students to meet tomorrow's demand for highly skilled workers

in newly developing fields. The District's seal is a composite of the four

town seals and was designed by Mrs. Joan Powers, art director of the

Chelmsford School System.

In conclusion we wish to acknowledge the help and cooperation rend-

ered by the officials of all four towns: Selectmen, Assessors, School

Committeemen, Finance Committeemen, and many others. In particular,

we wish to thank the four superintendents of schools for their guidance

during the early stages and the following members of the original Plan-

ning Board who ably served with us: James W. Bell, Norman E. Day,
Raymond D. LaPan, and Paul E. Smith, Jr.
