Mr. Mosely buys for occupancy and
will take possession about Nov. 1. The property consists of a two story,
0ld fashioned house with L, large barn, and about 14 acres of improved
land. Miss Holt has reserved a building lot on the southerly side of

the street next to the residence of R.E. Murphy, and the foundations are
now being put in for a six room house with modern improvements.

Oct. 13, 1911 - Final papers have been passed by Byam Bros. for Miss
Emma Holt, for the transfer of her property in Billerica street, to Mr.
Harry Mozeley of Wakefield Highlands. Mr. Mozeley, who has mining inter-
ests in the west, buys for occupancy and is to ‘take possession about
November 1. The property consists of a 2-story, 0ld fashioned farm

house with L, and large barn, all in excellent condition and about 12
acres of improved land. Miss Holt reserved a building lot on the south-
erly side of the street next to the residence of Robert E. Murphy and
during the summer has erected an attractive house of six rooms with
modern conveniences.

Jan. 22, 1912 - The Emma Holt property on Billerica street, lately
purchased by Harry Mozeley of Wakefield Highlands, is about to undergo
extensive interior alterations prior to his occupancy. Steam heat and
a bath room will be installed, rearrangement for greater convenience
will be made in some of the rooms and desired changes will be made at
the barn.

Oct. 11, 1912 - As a sample of the sucess he is having at farming, H.W.
Moseley of Billerica street, produced this week a radish that weighed
5 7/8 pounds.

Lowell Weekly Journal:

June 3, 1898 - Horace Holt, for many years a resident of Chelmsford,
died suddenly Thursday, 27th ult., from apoplexy at his home in
Billerica street, aged about 75 years. He had been slightly ill several
days, but the family had no anticipation of a fatal termination. Mr.
Holt was a native of New Hampshire, a painter by occupation, straight-
forward and honest in his business relations, and industry was a marked
characteristic. Besides his widow, he leaves a son, Frank P. Holt, a
prominent manufacturer of Laconia, New Hampshire, and a daughter, Miss
Emma E. Holt of Chelmsford.
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
