ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION:     
Describe architectural features.  Evaluate the characteristics of this building in terms of other buildings within the community.  
 
The house at 227 Groton Road is located on a small level lot very close to the street.  A short gravel drive leads to the east 
elevation of the house. The lot is grassy with scattered trees.  The 2-story frame dwelling rests on a cut granite foundation with 
grapevine pointing.  The small (941 square feet) house originally consisted of a one-story, ell-shaped building with a porch at the 
southeast corner and a shed-roof porch at the west elevation.  The building was expanded over time with the enclosure of the 
porches, the addition of a small attached shed at the east elevation, and the addition of a gambrel-front second story over the 
main block.  Two shallow poured concrete steps lead from a concrete walkway to the main entrance inside the southeast 
enclosed porch.  A second entrance is located in the south elevation of the west porch. The second entrance contains a paneled 
wood door and metal storm door.  A small, vertical board door is located in the east elevation of the shed. 
 
Windows throughout the building are 1/1 vinyl-frame replacements with screw-on vinyl shutters, excepting: a 2/2 wood sash 
window at the rear first floor of the main block; two 2/2 wood sash windows in the west elevation of the west porch; a 4-light 
wood-frame hopper window in the east basement elevation; and, a 4-light wood-frame fixed window in the north elevation of the 
attached shed.   
 
HISTORICAL NARRATIVE     
Discuss the history of the building.  Explain its associations with local (or state) history.  Include uses of the building, and the role(s) the 
owners/occupants played within the community.  
 
In 1919, Elgin J. Bill (1872-1949)1 and his wife, Leslie Farrington Bill (1885-1966),2 purchased 24 acres of land, including an 
unspecified number or type of buildings, on Groton Road.3  Born in Vermont, Elgin Bill served in the Spanish American War as a 
member of the hospital corps.  Leslie Farrington Bill was born in Nova Scotia and immigrated at the age of 11.  At the time they 
purchased the property in Chelmsford, Elgin Bill was working as an assembler in a machine shop.  He also worked as a 
carpenter4 and salesman.5  The couple wed in Lowell in 1905 and had four children.  By the time of the 1930 census, Elgin was 
the proprietor of an automobile service and filling station.   
 
In 1945, George and Martha Potter purchased the house at 227 Groton Road and 0.19 acre of land from Elgin and Leslie Bill.6  
George Potter worked as a mechanic and did autobody repair at Kemp’s Auto Body Shop.7   
 
In 1952, Ashley W. and Mary J. Craig purchased the property.8  Ashley Wilmur Craig (1926-2005)9 served in the U.S. Navy 
during World War II.10  In 1953, Ashley Craig was working as a hospital aide in Bedford,11 but by 1957, he had gotten a job as an

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electrician’s helper at Southwell Combing Company woolen mill in Chelmsford.  He worked as an electrician for the remainder of 
his career.   Mary Craig worked as a waitress.12  The couple lived here until their deaths in 2005 and 2006, respectively.13
