ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION:

Describe architectural features. Evaluate the characteristics of this building in terms of other buildings within the community.

249 Groton Road is a 1 2-story side-gabled frame dwelling. The lot is covered with grass with scattered mature trees and
decorative shrubs. An in-ground swimming pool and two pre-fabricated sheds are located to the rear of the house. An asphalt-
paved driveway leads from Groton Road to the west elevation of the house.

249 Groton Road appears to have been originally constructed as a very small 1 V.-story, side-gabled house with a two-bay shed
dormer at the south fagade and a 1-story, 1-bay-deep ell along the width of the rear elevation. The main block is three bays
wide at the south fagade (now inside the enclosed porch) and contains a center paneled wood door flanked by 2/2 wood sash
windows. The house was originally two bays deep with a single window in the gable peaks. The house has overhanging eaves
with gable-end cornice returns. The cut granite foundation is located beneath the side-gabled section as well as under the 1-bay
addition. Original windows are 2/2 wood sash with narrow molded surrounds.

Several additions were made to the house over time. The rear block was raised by one story and a shed roof added. Paired
sash windows are located in the east and west elevations of the addition’s second story. A shed-roof porch added to the south
(main) elevation porch rests on a concrete block foundation and is accessed by four poured concrete steps. The porch is
supported by square-section corner posts. The porch has been enclosed with metal-framed jalousie windows. A late 20t metal
door with a narrow, fixed-light sidelight is located on the south elevation.

A porch, now enclosed, was also added to the rear of the house. This shed-roof porch wraps around the northwest corner of the
house and terminates in a hipped roof shelter over the rear entrance. This rear porch rests on a concrete block foundation
similar in material to the front porch, indicating that they were likely added around the same time. A projection on the west
elevation of the main block shelters the bulkhead entrance to the basement. The projection has a shallow gable roof and
contains a vertical board and batten door with a metal thumb latch. This projection rests on a concrete block foundation. A pipe
railing leads from the rear entrance along a set of poured concrete stairs to the driveway. Windows in the additions, other than
the jalousie front porch windows, are 1/1 sash. A wood deck (late 20t C) is attached to the rear of the building,

Michael J. Ward (ca. 1869-1933)" immigrated from Ireland 1906 and met Agnes Simpson (ca. 1878-after 1959), who immigrated
from England in 1896. The couple married in Waltham in 1908 and had at least one child, John Norman Ward (1913-1993).2 In
1910, the couple lived on Dunstable Road in North Chelmsford near Michael Ward’s blacksmith shop, which was located on
Adams Street at the corner of Middlesex Street.?

In 1916, Michael Ward purchased 7.5 acres at 249 Groton Road.# At the time of the 1920 census, Michael Ward was working
as a grinder at a machine shop. By the time of the 1930 census, Michael Ward was working as a laborer at a stone quarry, most
likely the nearby Fletcher Granite quarry. He worked as a quarryman until his death. By 1940, John Norman Ward had

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completed college and was working as a carder at Abbot Worsted woolen mill in Graniteville.® After the war, John Ward married
Phyllis Gertrude Hall (1913-1969)% in 1945 in Westford and the couple lived with his mother at 249 Groton Road.

In 1976, John Ward sold the property to John and Irene Anderson, who were already residing at 249 Groton Road.”
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
