Simple Cape Cod style "blue collar" worker's home typical of several others built 
in this _ North Chelmsford neighborhood during the 1830 - 1840s. 

HISTORICAL SIGNIFIC~CE (explain the role owners played in local or state history 
and how the building· relates to the development of the community) 

The earliest known owner of this dwelling was Lincoln Drake, head of the iron 
foundries in Chelmsford and Easton. It was probably built as a worker's home. In 1843 
it was sold to Seth Williams, a co-partner in Williams~ Bird & Co., successor to 
Lincoln Drake at the foundry. However, Seth Williams sold it six months later to 
Ephraim Kennon, a machinist. . ., 

Ephraim & Thankful Kennon (Cannon/Canon) had J1J:. _.)eas1: three grown children when 
they purchased the house. Willard M. had married the previous year, and he became a 
partner in Gay, Silver & Co. This firm was one of the first, if not the very first, in 
America to manufacture yarn machinery. Emeline never married but remained in the house 
20 years after her parents' deaths, supporting herself as a tailoress. In 1893 her 
heirs sold it out of the family, ending almost 50 years of Kennon ownership. Occupa­
tions of later owners included that of a section hand, chauffeur, clerk, and carpenter, 
cap tinuing its history as a worker's home. · · · · 

\_ A well dug ·on the property about the time the house .was erected was still in use 
ij 1900, when it was said that "probably more families take water from this well than 
any other well in the village. The water for public schools (across the street) is also 
taken from thi~ old historic well." ·
