This building was erected probably in 1870 as a parsonage on land owned by the EstLte
of the large manufacturer, Ziba Gay, but was taxed to the treasurer of the Congrega-
tional Society of North Chelmsford. In 1874 the Estate sold it for $300 to the Propri-
etors of the North Chelmsford Meeting House, in trust for the Second Congregational
Society of Chelmsford. The parsonage was to be used only "for the benefit of the
preaching of the gospel by the Orthodox Congregational denomination." For over 100
years it was used by the North Chelmsford Congregational Church, until 1965, when the
present parsonage at 17 Princeton Street was purchased. This building was sold the same
year and became a doctor's office.” "~
