Although probably built in the mid 1800 1 s, this house has several 
interior construction features found 1n older houses in the area. 
The foundation is made of cut cranite blocks lined with fieldstone 
topped with bricks. Beams are pegged; main beams (7 11 x $") are 
he,m, intermediates (3 11 x I") are up and down sawed. The wide floor 
boards remain on the second floor. In the original kitchen the 
fireplace has b een taken out, but evidences that remain indicate . 
that the opening was almost 6 feet high, according to the present 
owne~o Originally the chimney began at the first .floor level on 
top · ·of a huge granite slab held up by two brick tiers; however these 
were removed when the coal furnace was installed and the chimney 

built down to the cellar. 

Owners of the house included John Sullivan, who owned it .for over 
40 years, from 1862 to 1904. At that time it was purchased by Patrick 
H. Haley, who lived next door at 2 Bridge Street am. was a postmaster 
in Chelmsford Center. He continued to own it until his death in 1951.

Date: 

Although the present owner believes this house was built 1750 - 1800, 
mainly because of its construction, deeds indicate that it was probably 
built about 1845. It does not appear on the 1831 map; this map is not 
always correct, however. 

In 1843 Alfred Shepard bought the land at 4 Westford Street for $75 and 
a year later bought a small house and land next door at 2 Bridce Street. 
The 1843 deed does not mention a house. Shepard was a carpenter and 
perhaps he began to build the house, since in 1845 he sold both prop­
erties to Isaac Crooker with some profit. Crooker was also a carpenter 
and apparently built and sold several houses in town (see North 
Middlesex Registry of Deeds Index Book-). In 1846 he sold the house 
and land at 4 V/estford Street for ~~850, an increase of $775 in three · 
years. 

Alterations: 

Fireplace in the original kitchen removed - when the coal furnace was 
installed a:p.d a flue needed. The mantel remains. Huge granite slab 
supporting the firplace and 2 brick tiers were removed, and the 
chimney built down to the cellar floor. 

Wide floor boards on first floor replaced by narrow hardwood floors by 
Patrick Haley, who ovmed the house from 1904 until his death in 
1951. He lived next door at 2 Bridge Street·and rented this house. 

Three partitions on the first floor were removed, making larger rooms -
done by Patrick Haley. 

Woodshed ell - made into the present kitchen. 

Outbuildings: 

Barn - south of the house. Old, not large, very good condition. 
Walls - board and batten type 
Windows - replaced during summer of 1974 
Pegged construction 
Floor joists - round logs hewn on one side 
Boards - up & down saw.
